“Christ: God’s Everything”
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There is something that we must dwell upon in these last days, something that must be the priority of every church and every believer.  In I Corinthians 3:11 we read: “For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ.”

In our day, men under the direction of Satan are destroying that one foundation; Men are squeezing out Christ and replacing Him with other foundations, foundations that can bring no salvation.

In Ephesians 1:9-10 we read: Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he purposed in himself; That in the dispensation of the fullness of time he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth, even in him.”

Note please that the mystery of God’s will and the good pleasure of God is that in the fullness of times – when the time is right, all things will be brought together in Christ both which are in heaven and on earth.  Whether you are a believer or not, whether you have received Christ or not does not matter because we each need to understand that in God’s perfect timing all things will be brought together in Christ, because Christ is God’s everything. 

Please carefully note the following statement for it is vital that we understand this in light of what is happening in our world: God is working to bring all things together in Christ, while Satan is working to bring all things together outside of Christ. This is what is happening in our world today but few there are who are seeing it.  We must be on our guard, we must guard our hearts against it, for not only is it taking place in the world but it is now penetrating the church. It is this work of Satan that is bringing forth the One World Economy, the One World Government and the One World Religion, as he works to bring about a unity outside of Christ.  This plan and work of Satan is clearly predicted in the Word of God and explains why men under the direction of Satan are squeezing out Christ and His Word.  What we are seeing is Satan’s war with God to bring everything together outside of Christ in order to pave the way for the antichrist’s leadership.  The sad part of it is many pastors, many churches and many believers are in the middle of it in their ministries and do not even see it, and have no discernment as to what is taking place.

God however, will ultimately be the victor for all things will come together in His Son, and everyone who rejects Him will be lost whether they are in a church or not.  Philippians 2:9-11 expresses a beautiful thought of what will one day take place for it is here that we learn when the fullness of time comes every knee shall bow and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord. Therefore, Satan can do all he likes to squeeze out Christ, he can do all he desires to bring about a unity outside of Christ, but God will have the victory for eternity.  Men can reject him, they can express that they do not believe in Him, but even they, one day, when the timing is perfect will bow their knee and confess that Jesus Christ is Lord.

After all it is Christ as far as God is concerned – it always has been and it always will be.  Satan opposes this truth and deceived religious people do not accept it, but it is true and one day Christ alone will be the foundation of His Kingdom.

When you look at Revelation that gives to us a glimpse of the throne and the beautiful spiritual things that take place there you cannot help but note that Christ the Lamb of God is central.  Revelation 4:11 reads: “Thou are worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honor and power: for thou has created all things and for thy pleasure they are and were created.” It is all about Him, for He is the creator and for Him all things are for His pleasure.  In 2 Timothy 3 we learn that dangerous times will come because men will be lovers of their own selves, and also that they will be lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God.  I point this out because all creation is for the pleasure of Christ, not for the pleasure of man.  How we have twisted the very purpose of God’s creation.

Continuing on in Revelation 5 we read:  “And they sung a new song saying worthy is the lamb of praise and glory.”  Yes, Christ is God’s everything and because He is even Heaven itself with give glory unto Him.

When you come to the gospels, John wonderfully expresses a spiritual truth concerning Christ and that was that He could use the term I am.  When God was going to deliver Israel by Moses, Moses asked God, who should I say is sending me?  God replied: “I am that I am.”  Which is to say: “I was, I am, and I always will be.” God is just all-inclusive, He always was and He always will be.  Throughout John Christ was able to say I am the Life, I am the Light, I am the Door for He was as everlasting as was His Father. 

 In John 14:6 we read:  “I am the way, the truth and the life.” Christ did not come to point to a way, He did not come to point to a truth, and He did not come to point to a life.  Christ came to be the way, He came to be the truth and He came to be the life.  Christ is everything to God and He is able to be everything you and I need.

Today, men under the direction of Satan are pushing out they way, they are pushing out the truth and they are pushing out the life.

The very fact that this is happening explains a great deal concerning what we see taking place in our world and unfortunately in the church.

Why are men speaking of so many directions to heaven today? Because they have squeezed out the way, for when you squeeze out Christ there can be many other ways to Heaven.  Why is there so little truth today?  Because when we push out the truth there is no truth, or on the other hand everything can be truth.  Why is there so much deadness in the world today, and especially in the church?  Because when you squeeze out Christ from your ministry who alone is life you will have nothing left but deadness.  You can have buildings, you can have large congregations, you can have big budgets, plenty of doctrine and plenty of programs but once you squeeze out Christ you can never have life.  

May our Father give us discernment concerning our day and may we ever be on our guard.
