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We must realize that everything in the world falls under the control of Satan’s domain.  He has been given authority by God to build a worldly system that attracts and pulls in mankind.  As I say this, I want you to know that ultimately God is in control and that the enemy can never do more than the Lord allows.

In I John 2:15-17 we learn vital truth that should be the foundation of every believer’s view of the world.  Love not the world is the message to the Lord’s children, and yet many believers there are who love the world and all that offers.  They attach themselves to the world and are caught up with all it offers.  They passage continues to say, love not the world neither they things that are in the world.  There are so many of the Lord’s children who will express they do not love the world, while at the same time they cling to every thing in the world.  Who knows everything that is meant by the word “things”?  But obviously everything behind worldly affairs that is controlled by the enemy are things that we must not love.  As the passage continues it reads: “For all that is in the world” which must mean all that is in the world can be placed within these three statements:

1. Desire of the flesh.

2. Desire of the eyes.

3. Pride of life.

The world system that is being built by Satan is here and if we allow ourselves to be caught up with these three things we are being pulled away from God unto Satan.

Satan’s tactic has never changed for what he used in the garden against Eve he is still using today.

To begin with please remember what it was that caused Satan to rebel against God, it was pride therefore we conclude that what caused him to fall is what he will use to cause us to fall.  Pride in yourself, in what you are, in what you accomplish is a work of the enemy and will drive you from God.  “Everything that stirs pride in us, is of the world.”

The desire of the flesh is controlling this world, men all over the world and from generation to generation are being pulled by fleshy desire.  In Eve’s case it was her desire for the fruit.  People are hungry today, they are hungry for this world’s pleasure, this world’s wealth, be it food, be it sexual pleasure, and be it beauty it is being used to pull them from God.

The desire of they eyes always gets people just as it did Eve, for Eve saw that the tree was good for food.  What we see is what we want and the move we see the more we want.  It is the desire for more and more and therefore every believer must be on his guard.

The desires of the flesh can control our thinking, our attitude, our time, our work, our family life; the desires of the flesh affect every thing in our lives.

And all these things are passing away, they are all temporary and yet the believer who doeth the will of God abideth forever. Is it any wonder that the Lord wants to take us out of the world?  The world will not last, we must get out of it and we must be delivered from it.

“When it comes to the world we must ask ourselves, does this worldly thing lead me closer to God or lead me further away from God?”  And when I say this I mean it no matter whether the thing in itself is good or bad.

You see sometimes, it is not the thing itself but the power that might behind the thing.

“As believers we must not be attached to the world system but we must work to become detached from the world system.”

“There was a time when the church rejected the world’s way, but today the church uses the world’s way.”  How sad and displeasing to the Lord.
